The sides of an aging concrete bridge on 
Route 27 off Interstate 95 just north of Trenton, 
NJ were covered in graffiti and severly spalled. 
Joseph Sanzari, Inc. used an air chisel to 
remove all the damaged concrete below the 
rebar before spray applying QUIKRETE®

the necessary structural and aestheic repairs.
