SURFACE PREPARATION

o It is absolutely necessary that all substrates
be completely clean and free from dust,
dirt, oil, wax and grease

* Previously painted surfaces must be stripped
to ensure that all remaining paint is removed

MIXING

¢ Shake well before using

* Use the recommended amount of
Concrete Acrylic Fortifier along with suffi-
clent water to provide proper consistency

* For QUIKRETE Sand Mix, QUIKRETE One Coat FRS
or Finish Coat Stucco, use 0.5 gal (19 L) of

per 50 b (22.7 kg) bag

o For QUIKRETE Heavy Duty Masonry Coating,
use 05 gal (19 L) of Concrete Acrylic
Fortifier per 40 Ib (18.2 kg) bag

Note - QUIKRETE One Coat FRS Concentrated
requires 15 gal (6.7 L) of Concrefe Acrylic
Fortifier per bag along with the appropriate
amount of stucco sand.

APPLICATION
Apply in accordance with instructions for
product being modified.

CURING

Under normal conditions, do not moist cure
since air is essential in the curing of Concrete
Acrylic  Forfifier mixes; however, under
extreme conditions of wind and heat, moist
curing may be required for the first 24 hours.

PRECAUTIONS

e Store in a cool, dry place and protfect prod-
uct from freezing

* Do not place finishes or patches af fempera-
fures below 50 degrees F (10 degrees C), or
when temperatfures are expected to fall
below 40 degrees F (4 degrees C) within 24
hours

e Do not use with other polymer modified
cementitious products
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Note - It is extremely important that mixing pro-
portions and directions are followed explicitly.
Any deviations from mixing proportions that
result in lesser quantities of Concrete Acrylic
Fortifier could cause inadequate adhesion and
performance.
